Este trabalho resultou de um estudo historico aettiria de construgao e organizagao do saberagscol
em matematica nas escolas teuto-brasileiras, fasdech fins do século XIX e inicio do século XX, no
Rio Grande do Sul. O processo de construcdo efotmalacdo da matematica escolar e de formas de
ensino-aprendizagem, bem como a sua difusdo enenanidade alema, no Estado, esteve identificado
com a organizac¢do, sob a batuta das igrejas aatélievangélica, de um sistema editorial, destirsado
promover um processo de homogeneizacédo da forndmg@Ente e do trabalho escolar. Até a década de
1870 os imigrantes, majoritariamente, utilizaram,®ias escolas, os livros trazidos da Alemanha.ocCom
0S manuais ndo satisfaziam as necessidades bessikeindo atendiam aos objetivos dessa escola, os
livros didaticos e os jornais editados pelos téussileiros assumiram papel de destaque no trabalho
pedagdgico das escolas. Assim, diante da constatic@iecessidade e da iniciativa de producao de um
material didatico préprio e, da vinda para as esctduto-brasileiras de varios professores formados
Alemanha e, que utilizaram, pelo menos nos primseieonpos, manuais didaticos provenientes daquele

pais, procuramos investigar o processo de trandmis saber matematico escolar.
