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Abstract 

Art in capitalism is not only an esthetic expression, but also a commodity, several times 

reducing the masterpiece to a product. However, art also can contribute, dialectically, in the 

sensibility field, to an emancipatory development, when it preserves its intrinsic characteristic 

of sign of the spiritual development typical of the modern civilization.
